Movie Analysis II: War and Peace (Paltemaa) MPAS2116, 2 credits

· Goals: Introduce students to audiovisual presentations on conflicts in the East Asian region.

· Contents: Students will be shown a number of films (fiction and documentaries) on wars in East Asia. They will then use related background materials for writing short analytical papers. The questions explored include: how and why have wars and conflicts been presented as they are? What fissures and problems do these presentations pose in a contemporary setting?

· Taken as: Supervised movie viewing, writing assignments.

· Grading: 1-5

· Date & Venue: Periods III-IV, Thursdays from 16.15 on according to a schedule published on the Centre’s home page.

TASKS

The course consists on viewing 8 films in three genres: propaganda, documentary and fiction. Write three review essays on the films (c. 3 pages long each) – one on each genre discussing following themes:
· How are the enemy and the self portrayed in the films?

· How are the reasons of the conflict explained?

· What, in your view, would be the social function of the film when it was produced? What possible political aims did/does it serve?
